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2. Result Detail will pop up – Click to Cosign
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Nurse who hung the bag in
IV Manage displays here.
Nurse who is co-signing
clicks here. Their name will
automatically pop in. They
must be the one signed in to
HED.
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3. Your name will auto fill the cosign screen.
4. Click Save
5. File, Exit HED
6. Sign off Care Organizer by selecting Exit in upper R corner
