 AWS computers initial set up by LAN manager:
· TTY id - is assigned to that computer (you can find it in Medipac and LAN manager can also get it). 

· Displays a selected unit (LAN manager will select –you can change later, see below)
· In Production (referred to as Prod or Live)

To display a different unit’s tabs -change the TTY ID:

1. Click on HED icon on your AWS

2. Click Config tab then Communications
3. Enter 2953 in Password field
4.  Enter V1111 and the 3 letters from a CWS on the unit  that you want to mimic (i.e. V1111DFF for 10SD) under UNIT ID/TTY ID
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 To change from production to train: 
1. Select  PortAuth tab 
2. In the server box, type hci07lt.mc.vanderbilt.edu
3. Select radial button by Train -number stays 5931
4. Click OK button to complete. 

5. You’ll know changes worked when boxes to enter User ID and Password are white and allow you to enter your racf. Pt names will begin with the word Ztrain  
To change from production to test: 

1. Select  PortAuth tab 
2. In the server box, type hci07lt.mc.vanderbilt.edu
3. Select radial button by Other
4. Change  5931 to 5933 (if you leave it 5931 it will default back to train
5. Click OK button to complete. 

You’ll know changes worked when boxes to enter User ID and Password are white and allow you to enter your racf. Pt names will begin with the word Ztest

How to change back to Production on your AWS

1. Click on HED icon on your AWS

2. Click on Config tab and Communications
3. Enter Password 2953 (you can leave the current unit or change back to the original)
4. Select  PortAuth tab
5. Select hci10lp from drop down

6. Select Live in the Port section
7. Click OK button to complete

Tip: On an AWS Mckesson/HED is under All Programs on the Start button. You can make an icon on your desktop but will still only have one icon or instance of HED on your computer so you have to switch back and forth between environments (Live, Train, Test (other). If you were on a CWS you would just select the appropriate icon and change the TTY ID to an ID from the unit you want to mimic. (See Below)
How to change TTY ID on a CWS
(allows you to see tab set up for a different unit i.e. 8S on a 10S CWS):

1. Click on HED icon – 
a. select appropriate icon- Prod, Train or Test

b. Train if you are changing settings for training purposes

2. Click Config then Communications
3. Type in Password:  2953

4. Type V1111 ...  + last 3 letters of a CWS on a unit you want to mimic
5. click OK- then log in

Tip: Since you have selected the Train icon – you do not need to switch to train as you would if you were performing this on an AWS! AWS only has one icon and you have to switch back and forth between environments (Live, Train, Test)
