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Process for Transmittal of EKGs Performed in Metro Ambulances to Adult and Pediatric Emergency Departments: 

1. EKG performed in ambulance.

2. The monitor EKG data is transmitted to a tablet in the ambulance.

3. EKG result is sent to a Metro server.

4. Metro server emails EKG results to adultedekg@vanderbilt.edu for Adult ED and  pedsedcharge@vanderbilt.edu for Pediatric ED.
5. Email is received, converted to PDF

6. Print outs:

a. Adult ED- PDF of the EKG prints to HFEB in the Adult ED (printer located on A Pod near MR area). 
b. Pediatric ED- the ED staff manually checks the email address periodically. There are no print outs of the EKG
Troubleshooting:

Forward any tickets back to help desk so that they can follow up with the appropriate Lan Manager from the Lan Management Service (LMS) Team for the ED. This process for transmittal of EKGs will fail if the Resource ID password expires or the account gets inactivated and the Lan Manager will have to correct these issues.
